Foundry is a venture incubator and strategic business development unit within Simplyhealth, a leading health insurance business investing millions into new health companies to accelerate the development of predictive and preventative healthcare services. We operate at the intersection of strategy and execution - identifying high-potential opportunities, building the business cases that secure investment, and then proving them out.
We're building new businesses and products at the intersection of healthcare, technology, and financial services. Some of that is venture studio work: small teams building MVPs, talking to users, running experiments to find product-market fit. Some of it is strategic analysis: deep market research, competitive intelligence, business case development. Often it's both at once.
How we work
We operate with the pace and rigour of a strategy consultancy, but instead of handing off recommendations, we execute. When we identify an opportunity, we build the business case, validate the market, and then move to scale it - whether that's building internally or bringing the right capabilities into the group.
This means working across the full spectrum - from strategy sessions with executive leadership, to user interviews with patients and healthcare providers, to building and shipping product. The work is intellectually demanding and hands-on.
Some ventures will become new business lines. Others will spin out as independent ventures. Many hypotheses will be tested and killed fast, and that's the point.
You'll have real autonomy, direct exposure to decision-making, and the resources to scale what works. You'll be working in a small, specialist team with the infrastructure and backing of an established financial services business behind you.
The role
We're looking for a Full Stack Engineer to build products for new ventures from technical validation through to launch and beyond. You'll work embedded in small product squads, leading technical decisions and building just enough to validate whether a business opportunity is viable.
You'll be working at the messy front end of new ventures - prototyping quickly, testing assumptions with real code, building MVPs that either prove a business opportunity or kill it before we commit serious resources. This isn't about building perfect systems. It's about building fast, learning what matters, and knowing when to throw code away.
You'll work across the full stack with modern technologies. You'll make pragmatic architectural decisions that balance speed of learning with technical sustainability.
What you'll be doing
You'll own the development work for a given venture, working directly with the Head of Foundry and rotating product teams built for each opportunity - designers, researchers, and product managers brought in as specialists, alongside experts from the business who bring domain knowledge in healthcare, insurance, and regulation.
You'll typically be the sole engineer on a venture at the outset, with additional engineers joining as a venture proves out and scales. That means being comfortable working independently at the start, making sensible technical choices that don't create unnecessary pain later, while being equally comfortable handing things off or growing a small team as momentum builds. You'll work on one venture at a time, moving to new opportunities as ventures progress through validation stages or reach conclusions.
For new ventures, you'll have meaningful input into technical decisions - choosing appropriate architectures, technologies, and approaches based on what each venture needs to learn. For internal projects, you'll work within existing technical constraints and standards.
You'll build full-stack features from database through to UI, moving quickly between backend logic, APIs, and frontend interfaces. You'll work closely with product and design to scope MVPs - identifying the minimum technical work needed to validate hypotheses, then building and deploying fast.
You'll work within regulated constraints without letting them kill velocity. Healthcare and financial services have technical requirements around security, data handling, and compliance - you'll build solutions that meet these requirements pragmatically.
What we're looking for
· Experienced full-stack engineer with a track record of shipping products to real users
· Proven track record building 0-1 products, particularly MVPs and early-stage validation work
· Proficient with React/TypeScript, Node.js or Python and cloud platforms
· Pragmatic about technical quality - you know when to build for learning vs building for scale
· Experience in product engineering teams rather than pure enterprise IT delivery
· Comfortable working in regulated environments (healthcare, fintech, or adjacent sectors) or willing to learn the constraints quickly
· Clear communicator who can explain technical trade-offs to non-technical stakeholders
· Able to work at pace - shipping working prototypes in days, not weeks

Location
This is a hybrid role based from our Andover office with flexible remote working. You'll be expected to attend our Andover office regularly for team collaboration, stakeholder meetings, and planning sessions - we use office days for working together rather than individual desk work. We also have access to London co-working space in Waterloo which you're welcome to use when it suits your work. The exact balance of office and remote working is flexible and will depend on what the work requires, but expect a mix of Andover collaboration days, remote working, and occasional use of the London space.
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
